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based on English language articles, monographs, and publications on gender studies. The methods of
generalization, systematization and classification of linguistic material are applied as well as the methods
of component analysis for studying the content of terms and their distribution in lexical-semantic fields.
The main achievements of gender studies are considered; they are as follows: introduction of the factor of
gender difference in the traditional social sphere, including the social-stratification context; return of
women's names to social knowledge — history, philosophy, linguistics, literary studies, psychology;
recognition of the fact that social knowledge, which was previously considered "complete” and
“universal” for all regardless of gender; distinguishing socio-cultural characteristics of men and
women.The article describes the lexical and semantic features of gender terminology, highlights the
advantages of the field method, analyzes the systemic relationships between language units. The
following fields are highlighted: “gender stereotypes”, “human rights”, “gender identity” and “women's
self-identification” and structural elements for each field are presented, including the core, center and
periphery. The tendency to blur clear boundaries of the transition from the core to the periphery has been
identified. Equivalent, hierarchical and associative relations inherent to gender terms are established.
